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Decision

Article (1)
Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF)'s statute shall be registered in
accordance with the provisions of Law No. 87/2017 referred to above,
adopted by its extraordinary general assembly held on 27/02/2019
and approved by International Tennis Federation.

Article (2)
This decision and Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF)'s statute attached
thereto shall be published in the official gazette and come into force as

from the date of issuance.

- Sports Arbitration Authority formed by virtue of Law No. 87/2017,
which is competent authority, in lieu of regular courts, to consider
the disputes relating to the sports activities.

Article (1): Name, Headquarter, Legal Form:

1-1: Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) is a sports authority registered in

accordance with the provisions of Law No. 87/2017 concerning

sports.

1-2: Headquarter is located in Kuwait City.

1-3: Kuwait Tennis Federation is a member of International Tennis

Federation and Asian Tennis Federation.

1-4: Slogan of Kuwait Tennis Federation is a tennis ball with the three

green, white, red colors of Kuwait flag along with black color in

which a tennis racket in vertical position and tennis n?@ﬁé&&fg\
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1-5: Kuwait Tennis Federation is responsible for the management of
game affairs and raising its technical level in the State of Kuwait
according to the rules and regulations adopted by International
Tennis Federation.

Article (2): Incorporation and Registration:
Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) has been incorporated in the State of
Kuwait in 1985 and joined International Tennis Federation (ITF) and
Asian Tennis Federation (ATF) in 1975. In 1974, Kuwait Tennis
Federation (KTF) joined Arab Tennis Federation. Kuwait Tennis
Federation (KTF) was re-registered as per Decree Law No. 26/2012
concerning the amendment of some provisions of Decree Law No.
42/1978 concerning sports authorities and Law No. 5/2007
concerning the regulation of some action affairs in all Kuwaiti
Olympic committees, federations and sports clubs.
Kuwait Tennis Federation was re-registered as per the provisions of
Law No. 87/2017 concerning sports.

Article (3): Formation

Kuwait Tennis Federation consists of sports clubs participating in two
consecutive stages by at least two competitions in each stage of
official competitions organized by the Federation. Each competition
organized, appraised of supervised by Kuwait Tennis Federation is an
official competition unless Kuwait Tennis Federation resolves

otherwise.
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Article (4): Objectives:

4-1: Setting public policies for the spreading of the game in the State
of Kuwait and raising its technical level among its members from
sports clubs.
4-2: Managing the game affairs in all administrative, technical and
financial aspects and developing plans and programs in which the
members from sports clubs are participating as well as supervising its
execution.
4-3: Preserving the game’s international rules and principles and
setting its relevant rules and regulations.
4-4: Participating in the regional, continental, international activities
of the game.
4-5: Strengthening the sports relationships between it and foreign
federations in charge of the game and cooperating with it in all
aspects.
4-6 Preparation of tennis sports teams representing the State of
Kuwait in local and regional matches.
4-7 Providing the appropriate sports environment and all its relevant
cultural, educational and social activities and motivating the spirit of
competition among the members in terms of values and principles.

Article (5) Impartiality and Non-Discrimination
5-1 Kuwaiti Tennis Federation (KTF) is politically and religiously
neutral.

5-2 Any form of discrimination against the State, any person o }?@Dﬂ )

group of persons based on race, religion, language, policy or fo(x any greep
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other reason is totally forbidden, and punishment thereof by

expulsion or suspension shall apply.

Article 6- Promotion of Friendly Relations

6-1 Tennis Kuwait Federation (KTF) shall promote the friendly

relations between its members, managers and players and within the

society for humanitarian purposes.

6-2 In addition to the principles of sincerity, integrity and

sportsmanship, all persons and authorities which have a relationship

with Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) are committed to execute the
statute, regulations and principles of fair play.
Article (7) Players

7-1 Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) shall:

a- -Regulate the situations of players and their terms of transfer. This
shall be executed by Tennis Kuwait Federation’s Board of Directors
in accordance with the provisions of the current International
Tennis Federation concerning the situations and transfers of the
players, taking into consideration the related local laws and
regulations.

b- The players shall be registered in accordance with the regulations
of International Tennis Federation.

Article (8) Anti-Doping
8-1 No tennis player shall be allowed to take drugs.
8-2 No coaches, certified physicians or other officials in the tennis

sports field shall be allowed to offer, claim or incite athletes to take
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the rules and regulations adopted by World Anti-Doping Agency or
any other decisions taken by Kuwait Anti-Doping Agency to execute

the same.

8-3 All members of Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) shall comply
with all procedures and regulations set by Kuwait Anti-Doping
Agency and its relevant decisions taken as per the rules set forth on
the World Anti-Doping Code as well as rules and regulations set by
World Anti-Doping Agency.
Article (9) Rules of Tennis
9-1 Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) and all its members shall

manage the game of tennis in accordance with the rules of

International Tennis Federation.
Article (10) The Conducts of Authorities and Officials

10-1 Authorities, officials and administrators shall abide by and
observe, in their activities, the statute, regulations, guidelines,
decisions and codes of conduct set by International Tennis Federation
(ITF), Asian Tennis Federation (ASF), Kuwait Tennis Federation
(KTE).

Article (11) Official Languages

11-1 Arabic is the official language of Kuwaiti Tennis Federation
(KTF). Official texts and documents shall be written in Arabic

language.
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Article (12) Admission and Dismissal

12-1 General Assembly shall be entitled to accept, suspend or

dismiss any of its members.

12-2 Acceptance shall be valid if the applicant meets the

requirements of Kuwaiti Tennis Federation (KTF).

12-3 Membership shall expire in case of resignation or expulsion.
The loss of membership shall not exempt the member from any
financial liabilities towards the federation or any other federation
members but shall lead to the cancelation of all his/her rights

relating to Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF).
Article (13): (Admission) Membership Application

13-1 Any legal or natural person wishing to be a member of
Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) shall present a written request to

the Secretariat of Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF).
13-2: Members of Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) are as follows:

A-Sport clubs participating in two age groups by two competitions
per group at least in the official competitions organized by
Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF).

Every competition organized, evaluated or supervised by Kuwait

Tennis Federation (KTF) shall be deemed official competition

unless otherwise decided by the Federation.
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13-3 The application shall be accompanied by the following

compulsory elements:

A-Copy of its statute and legally valid regulations adopted by
Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF).

B- Declaration stating its permanent fulfilling of the statute,
regulations and decisions of Kuwait Tennis Federation,
International Tennis Federation and Asian Tennis Federation,
and to ensure that the same are also respected by its members,
administrators and players.

C- A declaration stating that it shall comply with applicable game
rules.

D- A declaration of his/her approval for settling sports disputes by
National Sports Arbitration Authority formed by virtue of Law
No. 87/2017 which arbitral awards may be challengeable before
International Court of Arbitration for Sport in Lausanne and
implementing the arbitral awards of both as set forth on the
statute.

E- Declaration of its registration and domicile “if wanted under the
provisions of law” in the territories of Kuwait Tennis Federation
(KTE).

F- Declaration for playing in all official competitions and matches
in the territories of Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF).

G- Declaration stating that applicant’s legal formation enables him

to take its decisions separately from any foreign authoz;jéﬁﬂ Gog 2
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H-List of administrators with identifying authorized signatures
and the entitlement of entering into legally binding agreements
with any third party.

I- Declaration stating that it undertakes to organize or participate
in friendly competitions under a prior approval from Kuwait
Tennis Federation (KTF).

J- Copy of the minutes of the last general assembly meeting
Article (14) Request for Admission Application

14-1 Admission procedures shall be regulated in accordance with
special regulations approved by Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF)'s
Board of Directors. General secretary shall, at the first meeting
following the submission of application and within not exceeding
thirty days, shall present the valid membership applications to the
board of directors. The board of directors shall call for
extraordinary general assembly within fifteen days with presenting
the membership application with justified report for consideration.
The holder of the application which is rejected may resubmit
another membership application after the demise of rejection

reasomns.

14-2 The Board of Directors shall request from the General
Assembly to either accept or reject the applicant. The applicant
shall provide the general assemby with the reasons for submitting

such application. General Assembly’s decision shall be irrevocable
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14-3 The new member shall acquire all membership rights and
duties upon accepting its application. The representative of the
new member shall be entitled to vote and elect after membership is

approved and upon settling prescribed fees.
Article (15) Right of Members

15-1 Members of Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) shall have the
following rights:

A-Participating in the Federation’s General Assembly and
reviewing its agenda in advance and to be invited to attend the
general assembly on the specified date with the practice the
rights of voting.

B- Providing its special proposals to enroll them in the General
Assembly’s agenda.

C-To recommend all nominees to all departments of the
Federation for their election.

D- Notifying him of Federation affairs via the Federation official
notices and any notice shall be validly delivered if it is sent by:
(registered mail - e-mail - fax).

E- Participate in competitions organized by Kuwait Tennis
Federation (KTF).

F- Practice all other rights in accordance with the Federation’s
statute and regulations.

G-The practice of all such rights shall be subject to othe&\

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provisions set forth on this statute and applicable regula}tgs%s e Se\
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Article (16) Obligations of Members
16-1 Members of Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTEF) shall:

A-Fully and permanently comply with the statute, rules, instructions
and decisions issued by International Tennis Federation, Asian
Tennis Federation, Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF), and ensure
that members shall respect the same.

B- Ensure that department making decisions are elected.

C- Participate in other competitions and activities organized by

Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF).

D-Pay subscription fees of their membership.

E- Respect the game rules as laid down by International Tennis
Federation and ensure that its participants comply with the same
under special legal clause.

F- Special legal clause under which any dispute arising between the
two concerned parties by virtue of this statute shall be adopted and
referred to National Arbitration Authority formed under Law No.
87/2017 and the arbitral awards of the said authority shall be
binding to the disputing parties and its final decisions may be
challengeable before Court of Arbitration For Sport (CAS).

G- Report Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) of any amendment to the

statute and regulations as well as the list of administrators or any

other authorized signatories with the right to enter into legally

binding agreements with any third party.
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H-Leaving any relationship with any sports entity whichever, its
nature, if it is not recognized by International Tennis Federation
and with any members suspended or dismissed.

I- Adhere to the principles of loyalty, integrity and good

Sportsmanship as an evidence for fair play under special legal

J- Adhere to the compulsory provisions provided for in Article (13)
Paragraph (3) during their membership in Kuwait Tennis
Federation (KTF).

K- Comply with all other duties set forth on the statute and other
regulation set by Internationa] Tennis Federation, Asjan Tennis

Federation, Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTEF).

16-2 The failure to comply with the above-mentioned instructions

shall make applicable the penalties set forth on the statue.
Article (17) Suspension

17-1 General Assembly shall be responsible for the suspension of
any member; however, the Board of Directors may promptly
suspend any member who frequently violate its obligations. This
suspension shall remain valid until the following general assembly

unless the board of directors cancels such suspension earlier.

17-2 Suspension shall be confirmed by a two-thirds majority of the
members’ votes at the following general assembly. If such

confirmation is not given for this suspension, then this suspension

shall be automatically cancelled.
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17-3 Suspended members shall lose the rights of its membership.
The rest of members shall not be entitled to communicate with any
suspended member. Disciplinary Committee may issue additional

penalties in this regard.

17-4 Members not participating in the activities organized by
Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) for two consecutive years shall be
entitled to vote in the general assembly and their representatives
shall not be elected or appointed until the fulfilment of related

obligations.
Article (18) Dismissal

18-1 General Assembly shall be entitled to dismiss the member for

the following reasons:

A-If it fails to settle its financial liabilities due to Kuwait Tennis

Federation (KTE).

B-If it seriously violates the statute, regulations, instructions or
decisions of International Tennis Federation, Asian Tennis

Federation or Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTE).

18-2 Valid dismissal requires the attendance of the absolute
majority (50 % + 1) of the general assembly members authorized to
vote in the general assembly. Such dismissal must be adopted by

the two-thirds of valid attended votes.

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Article (19) Resignation

19-1 The member can resign from Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF)
and its resignation shall only be valid if the member fulfils its
financial liabilities towards Kuwait Tennis Federation (KTF) and its

other members.
Article (20) Situations of Clubs.

20-1 Clubs which have memberships in Kuwait Tennis Federation
(KTF) shall be affiliated and recognized by Kuwait Tennis
Federation. This statute shall determine the scope of power, rights

and duties of these clubs.

202 All clubs which have memberships in Kuwait Tennis
Federation shall severally take its decisions in any issues relating

to the membership.
Article (21): Honorary President and Honorary Members

21-1 The general assembly may grant the title of honorary
president or honorary member to any person for his great services

in tennis game.

21-2 These nominations shall be submitted by the Board of

Directors.
Article (22): Bodies of Kuwait Tennis Federation

22-1: The General Assembly is the supreme and Iegisliaf;i;jérggdj%k

Q

22-2: The Board of Directors is the executive body
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22-3: Permanent and temporary committees must advise and help
the Board of Directors in performing its duties. The tasks,
formation and work of the committees are set forth on this statute

and the special regulations set by the Board of Directors.
22-4: The secretariat is the administrative body.

22-5: Kuwait Tennis Federation Bodies must be elected or
appointed by Kuwait Tennis Federation and its general assembly
without any externality in accordance with the procedures

mentioned in this statute.
Article (23): Definition and Formation of General Assembly

23-1: The General Assembly is the meeting at which all the
Federation members and the representative of the Supreme and

Legislative Body of Kuwait Tennis Federation regularly meet.

23-2: The general assembly may be an ordinary or extraordinary

general assembly.

23-3: The president manages the works of the general assembly in
compliance with the permanent orders of the general assemblies.
In case of his absence or his participation faltering, the vice
president will act on his behalf to preside over the general
assembly. If an excuse or any reason leads to their absence, the
general assembly will be presided by the general secretary, and in
the absence or impossibility of all mentioned in /tbl\}@“\'"aﬁ'é“
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the General Assembly shall be presided by the oldest member of

the attendees.

23-4: The General Assembly shall be entitled to appoint observers
who participate in the General Assembly without the right to

participate or vote.
Article (24): Delegates and Votes

24-1: The general assembly consists of a number equal to the
number of clubs that are members of the Federation, according to
the following distribution:

A-Each club has one delegate, one vote

24-2: Delegates must belong to the member they represent and be
appointed or elected by the competent body of that member, and
to send a letter to their president to attend the General Assembly

by letter from the member club.

24-3: Each delegate has an equal number of votes in the General
Assembly. Only members present are entitled to vote, vote by

proxy or by letter that is not permitted.

24-4: The Board of Directors may participate in the General
Assembly without voting rights, and the members of the Board of
Directors, during their work, may not be appointed as delegates

for their clubs.
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Article (25): Fields of the Authority
25-1: The general assembly owns the following powers:

A. Appointing three members of the General Assembly to examine
the minutes of the meeting and approve the minutes of the
previous meeting.

B. Election of the President, Vice President, Secretary General,
Assistant Secretary General, Cashier, Assistant Cashier and Board
Members.

C. Appointing auditors for the electoral process.

D. Approving the administrative and financial report.

E. Approval of the balance sheet proposal.

F.Approving the president's activity report.

G. Appointing the Federation audit office.

H. Determining membership subscriptions.

Taking the decision according to the nomination of the Board of

Directors to grant the title of Honorary President or Honorary

Member.
Article (26): The Quorum of General Assembly

26-1: The resolutions of the general assembly shall not be
considered valid unless the absolute majority (50 % + 1) of the
members, who are entitled to vote, is present.

26-2: If the quorum is not achieved, the next mefﬁgﬁ of the
General Assembly must be held after seven %f?gug-fo@ Eﬁ;}qfﬁ_‘st
meeting with the same agenda. {E e )\
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26-3: The quorum for the second meeting should be the majority
presence (50% + 1). If the quorum is not completed at the second
meeting, the matter will be submitted to the Kuwait Olympic
Committee to take whatever resolutions it deems appropriate in
the agenda.
Article (27): Resolutions of General Assembly
27-1: Unless otherwise recognized in the statute, the absolute
majority of the members who are entitled to vote is sufficient for
the vote to take effect and the number of valid votes must specify
the absolute majority and the blank or unclear voting paper or
anything else that falls under the abstention clause it will not be
counted In the majority.
27-2: The resolution requiring voting - except for elections - shall
be reached by raising the hands, if raising the hands does not give
a result by a clear majority that allows the adoption of the
resolution, voting by calling to attend is done in alphabetical
order.

Article (28): Elections
28-1: Elections must be held if they are held by secret election.
28-2: In order for a person to be elected, it is necessary to obtain
an absolute majority (50% + 1) of the recorded and valid votes in
the first election, but in the second election and any other election
the simple majority of the recorded and v%meﬁ is considered
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28-3: In case that there are more than two candidates for one
position, those who obtain the least number of votes in the second
election shall be excluded until only two candidates remain. In
case that the votes are equalized, a lottery shall be held between
the two candidates to determine the winner of the position.

28-4: All members must submit the name of one candidate for
each of them who meets the requirements stipulated in Article
(35.4) for the membership of the Board of Directors on the form
prepared for that to the Secretary General of the Federation at
least 10 days before the date of the General Assembly Electoral,
and the member is entitled to submit his candidate to assume one
of the executive positions in the Federation (President - Vice
President - Secretary General - Assistant Secretary General -
Cashier - Assistant Cashier), and in case that the member’s
candidate does not win the executive position, those who did not
obtain the necessary majority to win the executive position may
be Candidate for membership of the Federation Board of
Directors.

Also, no fewer than five clubs of the members of the General
Assembly of the Federation are entitled to nominate one
candidate for membership of the Board of Directors and executive
positions of the Federation, at least in which they have the same

requirements stipulated in Article (35.4) concerning the conditions

paragraph (3) of this statute.
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28-5: Omitted

Article (29): Ordinary General Assembly
29-1: The ordinary general assembly shall be held annually at a
date to be determined by the Board of Directors after thirty days
the date of the end of the fiscal year of the Federation and before
sixty days from that date.
29-2; The Board of Directors determines the place and time for the
General Assembly to convene, and members must be notified in
writing by the Secretary General at least 15 days before the
General Assembly.
29-3: The official invitation must be made in writing 7 days before
the General Assembly. The agenda should include the president’s
activity report, the financial and administrative report, the
financial audit office’s report, any suggestions from members, and
any other relevant documents.

Article (30): Agenda of the Ordinary General Assembly
30-1: The Secretary General shall prepare the agenda for the
General Assembly in consultation with the president of the Board,
based on the proposals of the Board of Directors and members of
the General Assembly. And any proposal that any member
wishes to submit to the General Assembly, he must send it in
writing to the Secretariat with a brief explanation at least 10 days
before the General Assembly.

30-2: The agenda of the general assembly should include the

following mandatory items:

-
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A. Declaration that the general assembly is convened and formed
according to the statute of the Federation

B. Approval of the agenda.

C. Aletter from the president.

D. Appointing three members from the general assembly to examine
the minutes of the meeting.

E. Appointing three auditors to vote.

F.Approving the minutes of the previous general assembly meeting.

G. Approving the administrative report of the Federation's activities
for the ending fiscal year.

H. Approving the balance sheet and the final account of the
Federation for the ending fiscal year.

I. Federation action plan and proposed balance sheet for the next
fiscal year.

J. Discussing the proposals submitted by members or the Board of
Directors.

K. Appointing the auditor and determining his remuneration.
Election of the President, Vice President, Secretary General,
Assistant Secretary General, Cashier, Assistant Cashier and other
members of the Board of Directors.

30-3: The agenda of the general assembly may change, provided
that two-thirds of the members of the general assembly

authorized to vote attend and agree to it
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30-4: The Kuwait Olympic Committee shall be notified of the date
and place of the meeting, and the invitation and the collection of
the aforementioned documents shall be attached thereto.
30-5: The General Assembly must not take any resolution on any
topic not included in the agenda.

Article (31): The Extraordinary General Assembly
31-1: The Federation's Board of Directors may hold an
extraordinary general assembly if 50 % + 1 of the members of the
Board of Directors request it to do so, according to an application
submitted to the Secretary General, explaining the reasons for the
request.
31-2: The Board of Directors of the Federation must hold an
extraordinary general assembly if requested by 50 % + 1)
members of the Federation's general assembly in a written letter,
and it must specify the agenda items and the extraordinary
general assembly of the Federation must be held within 7 (seven
days) of the date of the request, and if the extraordinary general
assembly was not held according to the request, the members
who requested it are entitled to hold it themselves. As a last
chance, members can ask for help from International Tennis
Federation and Asian Tennis Federation.
31-3: Members must be informed of the Place, time and agenda at
least 3 days before the extraordinary general assembly.
31-4: When the extraordinary general assembly of the %’fmﬁm}%
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request submitted by 50 % + 1 of the members of the Board of
Directors, the general secretary must set the agenda, and when
the extraordinary general assembly is held at the request of the
members it must include the points of the agenda raised by these
members.

31-5: The agenda of the extraordinary general assembly may not
be modified.

Article (32): Fields of The Extraordinary General Assembly
32-1: The extraordinary general assembly is responsible for
amending the statute of the Federation according to the following
procedures:

A- Any proposals for amendment to the articles of association must
be submitted with a brief explanation in writing to the secretariat,
by a member of the general assembly or one of the members of
the Board of Directors, and the proposal submitted by the

member is considered true provided that it shall be supported in

writing by at least (50 %) of other members of the general
assembly.

B- A vote on amending the statute is valid if the attendance (50 % +
1) of the authorized General Assembly members

C- The amendment of the statute is only adopted if two-thirds of the
members of the General Assembly present and authorized to vote
agree.

D- Acceptance, suspension or termination of a member

E- Dissolution of the Federation.
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F- The termination of a person or body.

Article (33): Minutes of Meeting
33-1: The Secretary General is responsible for recording the
minutes of the meeting in the General Assembly, and the minutes
are reviewed by the members appointed for the same.

Article (34): Effective Date of the Resolutions
34-1: Resolutions made by the General Assembly shall enter into
force immediately, unless the General Assembly sets another date
for the validity of the resolution.
Article (35): Board of Directors: Formation

35-1: The affairs of the Kuwait Tennis Federation are managed for
a period of 4 years by a Board of Directors consisting of 7 (seven
members) in addition to one member who is nominated by five
members of the General Assembly - if any.
35-2: A member may be re-elected more than two consecutive
terms to the Board of Directors.
35-3: The president, vice president, general secretary, assistant
secretary general, cashier, assistant cashier and members of the
Board of Directors are elected by the general assembly, and every
candidate for board elections must be proposed by the member or
members who represent him, and as a general rule no member of
the Kuwait Tennis Federation can be represented by more than
one representative at the same time in the Board of Directors,
taking into account the text of Article (28) paragre{phﬂ_(i;)
Article (35) paragraph (1) of this statute. -
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35-4: The person who nominates himself for the Board of
Directors must meet the following:

A. To be a member éf the general assembly of a member’s club.

B. The applicant must be a Kuwaiti national, at least twenty-one
years old at the time of candidacy and not more than 70 years old.

C. That no final resolution has been issued against him to delete him
or dismiss him from the Federation or from any of the sports
organizations for his misconduct, unless the resolution has passed
for three consecutive years or an amnesty has been issued in
respect of the authority in which the resolution was issued and he
has not previously been judged, he shall not be subject to a
criminal penalty or a misdemeanor for an offense involving
dishonor or dishonesty unless he has been rehabilitated.

D. He shall meet one of the following conditions:

1.That he was one of the players who actually practiced the game for
at least four calendar years at any stage in one of the sporting
clubs that are members of the Federation, provided that he had
retired from playing and his name was not included in the
Federation’s records for at least a full calendar year.

2.That he has spent at least four Gregorian years in the membership
of the Board of Directors of a well-known sports organization in
accordance with the provisions of Law No. 87 of 2017 regarding
sport.

B. Invite the Board of Directors and the executive office to meet at
times other than dates, and set the dates for regular meetings of

C. Presiding and managing the meetings of the Board of Directors,
the Executive Office and the general assemblies, and he has the
right to attend and preside all the committees operating in the
Federation.

D. Representing the Federation legally before the judiciary and in
front of others.

E. Signing contracts and agreements concluded by the Federation
after approval by the Board of Directors.

F.Overseeing the proper functioning of the Federation, related to the
administrative, financial and technical aspects.

G. Sign with the cashier of the Federation's banking transactions.

H. Follow up the implementation of the resolutions of the General

Assembly.
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L. Regulating the relations between Kuwait Tennis Federation and its
members, the International Federation, the Asian Federation,
official bodies and other organizations.

Delegating the vice president to delegate some of his powers in
writing while his attendance, and in case that the president is
absent for illness or travel, the vice president is responsible for

initiating all his powers.

36-4: The president shall be entitled to vote in the Board of

Directors, and when the votes are equal, his vote is casting.

36-5: The president represents the Federation under the law and
shall be entitled to sign on behalf of the Federation. The Board of
Directors may enact internal regulations regarding the joint
signature of officials, especially in case of the absence of the

president and all the important work of the Federation.

36-6: Any additional powers of the President shall be included in

the internal regulations of the Federation.
Article (37): Election of The President

37-1: The president shall be chosen by the general assembly for a
period of four Gregorian years, and begins his work after the
general assembly finishes his selection and the president may be

re-elected for more than two consecutive terms.

37-2: With regard to the election of the President, an absolute
majority of 50 % +1 of the registered and valid votes %e?@\

39-11: Ensuring the implementation of the statute and adopting

the necessary implementation arrangements.

39-12: It is permissible to terminate a person or a body or suspend
the membership of a member of the Federation temporarily until

the time of the next meeting of the General Assembly.

57-1: The Kuwait Tennis Federation, or any of its members,
players, administrators, match agents and players’ agents in any
dispute, will not claim in the regular courts. In cases of
disagreement, they will go to the Sports Arbitration Authority in
accordance with the provisions of the provisions of Chapter Nine
Articles (Settlement of Sports Disputes) of the Sports Law No. (87)
For the year 2017, the approval of the statute of the extraordinary
general assembly of the Federation is considered an acceptance of
the mechanism for settling sports disputes through the National
Authority for Sports Arbitration,

Article (58): Financial Period (Fiscal Year)

58-1: The financial period (fiscal year) of the Kuwait Tennis
Federation shall be one year, beginning on 1st April and ending on

year), and the main duties of the Kuwait Tennis Federation must

59-1: The revenues of Kuwait Tennis Federation always come
from:

A. Annual subscriptions for members.

B. Financial aid from the Publjc Authority for Sports,

C. Revenues arising from the marketing of the rights entrusted to the
Kuwait Tennis Federation

D. Fines imposed by the authorized agencies.

E. Investing the facilities of the Kuwait Tennis Federation

F.Contributions and other revenues in relation to the purposes that
Kuwait Tennis Federation aims to achieve,

Article (60): Expenses

60-1: Kuwait Tennis Federation shall carry out:

A. Expenses stipulated in balance sheet

B. Other authorized expenses by general assembly and costs that the
Board of Directors shall carry out within its power.

C. Other expenses related to the purposes that Kuwait Tennis
Federation aims to achieve,

Article (61): Independent Auditors

61-1: The independent auditors appointed by the General
Assembly must audit the accounts approved by the Federation

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Article (62): Membership Subscriptions
62-1: Membership subscriptions are due op It January, and new
members pay annual subscriptions within (30) days of the end
date of the general assembly in which they were accepted.
62-2: The General Assembly determines the amount of the annual
subscription every four years according to a recommendation by
the Board of Directors and the subscription is equal for each
member,
Article (63): Fees
63-1: Kuwait Tennis Federation may request that a fee shall pe
paid by its members for matches and competitions,
Article (64): Rights

64-1: Each of the Kuwait Tennis Federation and its members are

audio-visual and radio transmission  Reproduction and
broadcasting rights, multimedia rights, marketing and promotion
rights, and moral rights, such as logos and rights arising from the
law of copying.

64-2: The Board of Directors decides how and to what extent these
rights are exploited and establishes special regulations for that.

The Board of Directors alone decides whether e rights will be
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used exclusively or in solidarity with a third party or in full
through a third party.
Article (65): Authorization
65-1: Kuwait Tennis Federation and its members shall be
exclusively responsible for authorizing the distribution of image,
sound and other data transmission of tennis matches and
competitions according to their field of competence without any
restrictions related to content, time, place and technical and legal
fields.
Article (66): International Matches and Competitions
66-1: The International Tennis Federation alone gives the
authorization to organize internationa] matches and competitions
between the national Federation teams and between the
associations and / or club teams and no match or competition is
held without obtaining prior permission from the Executive
Committee of the International Tennis Federation, in addition to
this permission may be requested from The relevant Continental
Federation in accordance with the regulations of the International
Tennis Federation.
Article (67): Approval

67-1: Clubs or any group of clubs affiliated with the Kuwait
Tennis Federation cannot belong to another Federation or
participate in competitions on the stadiums of another Federation
without authorization from the Kuwait Tennis Federation and the
concerned Federation and the International Tennis Federation
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Article (68): Transitional Committee
68-1: In case that the resignation of a majority or all members of
the Board of Directors, the Kuwait Olympic Committee within a
maximum of 10 days shall call for the convening of an
extraordinary general assembly to appoint a five-persons
transitional committee, and this committee should invite a general
assembly to elect a new Board of Directors within (90) days from
the date of its formation to complete the legal period of the
previous board, unless the remaining period is less than six
months.
Article (69): Unexpected Events and Force Majeure
69-1: The Board of Directors shall have the final resolution on any
matters not mentioned in this statute or in cases of force majeure.
Article (70): Dissolution
70-1: Any resolution regarding the dissolution of the Kuwait
Tennis Federation requires a two-thirds majority of all members
of the Kuwait Tennis Federation (or any other majority as
stipulated in the approved national legislation) which must be
obtained in a general assembly held specifically for this purpose.
70-2: If Kuwait Tennis Federation is dissolved, its assets must be
transferred to the General Sports Authority, which is committed
to keep these assets as a trust until the Kuwait Tennis Federation
is re-established.
Article (71): Validity
71-1: This statute was adopted at Extraordinary General Assembly
meeting in Kuwait on 27/02/2019 AD and considered applicable
from its date.
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
